Dear Families,

We had a wonderful turnout for the Meet the Teacher Nights and the participation in the Media Center Open House was extraordinary.  Parents chose a total of 363 books that were delivered to their children in their classrooms the next day.  This was a very positive beginning to promoting the literacy home-school connection for this school year.   I want to thank Iris Heller, our librarian, her staff and the Nanuet Family Resource Center for their efforts.

On October 13th the Elementary PTA will hold its monthly meeting at Miller School.  This meeting begins at 7:00 pm and at 6:30 pm, Mrs. Chen and I will be available to parents who stop by early.  By doing so, we hope to be more accessible to working parents and those who cannot come in to see us during the school day.  We will be in Room 110 until the PTA meeting begins.

The goal is to help students to make good choices and deal appropriately with conflict.  Dr. Bento will be meeting with individual kindergarten classes to introduce them to the program.

Just to remind everyone, staff members are using marked and numbered parking spaces during the school day.  If a teacher’s space is blocked, it could delay her/his return to the classroom.
