Dear Families,

Welcome to the 2011-12 School year.   The faculty and staff have been preparing for opening day and we are as excited as our students about new beginnings.

It is important to make you aware that recent government nutritional guidelines have set limits to serving home-prepared foods in schools.  These requirements are being reviewed by the district and will impact birthday parties and other classroom celebrations.  I ask that when you are planning for your child’s birthday in school to discuss non-food treats or another alternative with your child’s teacher.  I hope that we can focus on your child’s big day without centering it on sugary foods.  Your consideration of this change is appreciated and again, I urge you to contact your child’s teacher when making birthday celebration plans.

Meet the Teacher for second grade will be Tuesday, September 13th, and on Tuesday, September 20th, for kindergarten and first grade parents.  A flyer will be sent home inviting you to the Open House in the Media Center those evenings in which you will be able to choose a book for your child.  The teachers have prepared presentations to give an overview of the curriculum and class routines; therefore, it is not appropriate for students or siblings to attend.  We will have parking available at the Elk’s Club for both evenings.  I will be there both nights and I welcome you to stop by if you have any questions or concerns.

Finally, I realize that it will take time to adjust to the new school arrival time and the impact on family schedules cannot be minimized.  Please help us keep your child safe by following the guidelines for student drop-off by car.  We cannot accept students prior to 8:45 AM because there is not adequate supervision.   Students can participate in the breakfast program beginning at 8:15 AM, but will be admitted into the building only if they are going to eat breakfast served by the program. As always, I encourage you to have your child ride the bus to school as there will be plenty of time for breakfast when the buses arrive.

Your cooperation and support as we begin the school year is greatly appreciated, and helps us get the students into the swing of the new school year very quickly!
